House Bill 2101 is based on the work product of an ad hoc Judicial Council Advisory 
Committee that was formed in 2020 to study the topic of contracts for deed.  I am providing a 
copy of that committee’s report for the legislature’s information. 

Please note that there is one small difference between H.B. 2101 and the committee’s 
recommendation.   In Section 3(a)(3), the committee used “and” instead of “or” between sub 
(A) and (B).  Per the committee’s recommendation, a seller could have a preexisting mortgage
on property being sold by contract for deed only if the seller both disclosed the mortgage to
the buyer and continued making timely payments.
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
