¢ You must have been a resident of Kansas the entire year of 2023 and own your home and
had an income of $53,600 or less.

e Age 65 or over for the entire base year.

e Adisabled veteran for the entire year.

e The surviving spouse of a claimant who was either a disabled veteran or person 65 years of
age or older for the entire year. For the surviving spouse to qualify, the disabled veteran or
person 65 years of age or older must have been receiving benefits under K.S.A. 79-4508a at
the time of their death.

e House cannot be valued at more than $350,000 in the base year.

My house in Leavenworth, KS | paid $227,000.00 | would have no issue if a compromise was to be
made that the first $150,000.00. property value be waived and | would be game to pay the remaining
amount.

As Rep Proctor stated he is asking for the world and settling for New Jersey. Well it would be nice to
have the total exemption but | would surmise that my fellow veterans would greatly appreciate the
relief.
