As student body president she collected over 400 letters which she for-
warded to the Oprah Winfrey show hoping to have Cory appear on her
television show. Additionally she has spent two years with Youth Friends
Corps, an organization designed to tutor young students, and four years as
a worker at the annual Kansas Kids Fitness Day; and

sure, upon the dedication of young people like Ms. Trotnic who use their
considerable talents and resources to serve others: Now, therefore,
