Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. K.S.A. 2003 Supp. 60-4305 is hereby amended to read as
follows: 60-4305. Upon conviction, records or information in the custody
of the Kansas parole board, any community correctional service program
or any district court regarding the financial assets, income or employment
of a criminal offender shall be subject to disclosure to any victim te-whem

Sec. 2. K.S.A. 2003 Supp. 60-4305 is hereby repealed.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the statute book.
