AN ACT concerning firearms; amending K.S.A. 2006 Supp. 12-16,124
and 75-7cl1 and repealing the existing sections.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. K.S.A. 2006 Supp. 12-16,124 is hereby amended to read
as follows: 12-16,124. {a} No city or county shall adopt any ordinance,
resolution or regulation, and no agent of any city or county shall take any
administrative action, governing the purchase, transfer, ownership, stor-
age or transporting of firearms or ammunition, or any component or com-
bination thereofi-ether—than—these-expressly-authorized-by-statate. Any
such ordinance, resolution or regulation adopted prior to the effective

date of this 2007 act shall be null and void. Fﬁﬁpiqaeses—of—thts—seeﬁeﬂ—
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Sec. 2. K.S.A. 2006 Supp. 75-7cll is hereby amended to read as
follows: 75-7c11. (a) Nothing in this act shall be construed to prevent:

(1) Any public or private employer from restricting or prohibiting in
any manner persons licensed under this act from carrying a concealed
weapon while on the premises of the employer’s business or while en-
gaged in the duties of the person’s employment by the employer, pro-
vided that the premises are posted, in accordance with rules and regula-
tions adopted by the attorney general pursuant to this section, as premises
where carrying a concealed weapon is prohibited; or

(2) any entity owning or operating business premises open to the
public from restricting or prohibiting in any manner persons licensed
under this act from carrying a concealed weapon while on such premises,
provided that the premises are posted, in accordance with rules and reg-
ulations adopted by the attorney general pursuant to this section, as prem-
ises where carrying a concealed weapon is prohibited; or

(3) a property owner from restricting or prohibiting in any manner
persons licensed under this act from carrying a concealed weapon while
on such property, provided that the premises are posted, in accordance
with rules and regulations adopted by the attorney general pursuant to
this section, as premises where carrying a concealed weapon is prohibited.

(c) The attorney general shall adopt rules and regulations prescribing
the location, content, size and other characteristics of signs to be posted
on premises pursuant to subseetions<{aN2)and-a)}3) subsection (a).

12-16,124 and 75-7cll are hereby
repealed.

Sec. 4. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the Kansas register.
