AN ACT concerning public information.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:
Section 1. (a) Upon taking office or subscribing to an oath of office,

each elected official of a public entity that is subject to the open meetings
act, K.S.A. 75-4317, et seq., and amendments thereto, must obtain infor-
mation regarding the requirements of the open meetings act. Such in-
formation shall include, but is not necessarily limited to, the definitions,
requirements for compliance and penalties for non-compliance.

Sec. 2. Upon being selected as a freedom of information officer pur-
suant to K.S.A. 45-226, and amendments thereto, such individual must
obtain information regarding the requirements of the open records act,
K.S.A. 45-215 et seq., and amendments thereto. Such information shall
include, but is not necessarily limited to, the definitions, requirements
for compliance and penalties for non-compliance.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the statute book.
