SENATE BILL No. 251

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AN ACT relating to crimes and punishment; concerning disorderly con-
duct; religious services; amending K.S.A. 21-4101 and repealing the
existing section.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:
Section 1. K.S.A. 21-4101 is hereby amended to read as follows: 21-

4101. Disorderly conduct is, with knowledge or probable cause to believe
that such acts will alarm, anger or disturb others or provoke an assault or
other breach of the peace:

(a) Engaging in brawling or fighting; or
(b) Disturbing an a religious service, assembly, meeting, or proces-

sion, not unlawful in its character; or
(c) Using offensive, obscene, or abusive language or engaging in noisy

conduct tending reasonably to arouse alarm, anger or resentment in
others.

(d) As used in this section ‘‘religious service’’ means a religious cere-
mony, prayer or other activity according to a form and order prescribed
for worship, including a service related to a particular occasion.

Disorderly conduct is a class C misdemeanor.
Sec. 2. K.S.A. 21-4101 is hereby repealed.
Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its

publication in the statute book.
