Section 1. K.S.A. 2006 Supp. 21-3211 is hereby amended to read as
follows: 21-3211. {a} A person is justified in the use of force against an-
ether an aggressor when and to the extent it appears to such person and
such person reasonably believes that such feree conduct is necessary to
defend such person or a third person against such other’s imminent use
of unlawful force.

21-3212 is hereby amended to read as
follows: 21-3212. {a) A person is justified in the use of force against an-
other when and to the extent that it appears to such person and such
person reasonably believes that such feree conduct is necessary to prevent
or terminate such other’s unlawful entry into or attack upon such person’s
