AN ACT relating to the powers of the commissioner of insurance;
amending K.S.A. 40-101 and 40-103 and repealing the existing
sections.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:
Section 1. K.S.A. 40-101 is hereby amended to read as follows: 40-

101. This act Chapter 40 of the Kansas Statutes Annotated shall be known
as the insurance code of the state of Kansas.

Sec. 2. K.S.A. 40-103 is hereby amended to read as follows: 40-103.
(a) The commissioner of insurance shall have general supervision, control
and regulation of corporations, companies, associations, societies, ex-
changes, partnerships, or persons authorized to transact the business of
insurance, indemnity or suretyship in this state and shall have the power
to make all reasonable rules and regulations necessary to enforce the laws
of this state relating thereto.

(b) Except as other wise provided by law, the commissioner of insur-
ance shall adopt such rules and regulations as shall be necessary to im-
plement the provisions of the insurance code of the state of Kansas.

Sec. 3. K.S.A. 40-101 and 40-103 are hereby repealed.
Sec. 4. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its

publication in the statute book.
