AN ACT concerning school districts; relating to wellness programs.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:
Section 1. (a) As used in this act:
(1) ‘‘Guidelines’’ means the Kansas school wellness policy guidelines

developed by the state board;
(2) ‘‘state board’’ means the state board of education;
(3) ‘‘program’’ means the Kansas coordinated school health program;

and
(4) ‘‘grant program’’ means the Kansas coordinated school health

grant program established by this act.
(b) There is hereby established the Kansas coordinated school health

grant program that shall be administered by the Kansas coordinated
school health program. Grants shall be made to school districts for:

(1) Establishing physical activity and physical education programs
that meet the basic level of the guidelines, and a plan to evaluate the
effectiveness thereof;

(2) establishing nutrition programs that meet the advanced level of
the guidelines; and

(3) expanding the program infrastructure and utilization thereof.
(c) The requirements of this grant program shall be implemented in

100 school districts for the 2008-2009 school year; in an additional 49
school districts in the 2009-2010, 2010-2011 and 2011-2012 school years;
and in the balance of school districts in the 2012-2013 school year.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the statute book.
