AN ACT establishing civilian conservation corps day.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:
Section 1. March 19 of each year shall be set aside and designated

‘‘civilian conservation corps day’’. The governor of this state is hereby
authorized and requested to issue annually a proclamation calling upon
state and local officials to display the United States flag on all state and
school buildings, and the people of the state to display the flag at their
homes, lodges, churches, places of business and other suitable places, on
this day. Further, public and private organizations and individuals in this
state are urged to take appropriate action on this day to properly recognize
the contributions that men and women working in civilian conservation
corps projects made to the welfare of the state of Kansas as part of Pres-
ident Franklin D. Roosevelt’s ‘‘new deal’’ legislation signed into law on
March 19, 1933, to combat the effects of the great depression.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the statute book.
