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SENATE BILL No. 554

By Senators Hensley, Betts, Haley, Kelly and V. Schmidt
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AN ACT concerning a mural in the capitol.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:
Section 1. (a) The Kansas state historical society and the department

of administration shall develop plans to place a mural in the capitol com-
memorating the United States supreme court decision entered May 17,
1954, in the case of Brown v. Board of Education (347 U.S. 483, 74 S.Ct.
686, 98 L.Ed. 873). Such plans shall be developed in consultation with
the joint committee on arts and cultural resources.

(b) On or before January 1, 2009 2010, the plans developed pursuant
to subsection (a) shall be submitted to the joint committee on arts and
cultural resources.

(c) Except for the costs associated with the preparation and sub-
mission of the plans under subsections (a) and (b), no public funds
shall be used to pay the costs of creating and installing the mural
developed under this section.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the statute book.
