Every year | pay a
registration fee more than three times higher than the fee paid for most gas-powered cars. The
only justification for this much higher annual fee is that electric vehicles do not pay gas tax.
Consequently, HB 2004 is not only unnecessary, but it would impose a redundant and
completely unjustified double penalty on electric vehicle owners.

The penalty on electric vehicles is even greater when you consider the fact that gas-
powered vehicles pay nothing to compensate for the pollution or noise they generate.
