Hunting and Fishing License for Disabled Veterans; Lehigh Portland State Park;
HB 2039

HB 2039 requires the Secretary of Wildlife and Parks (Secretary), or the Secretary’s
designee, to issue a free permanent hunting and fishing license to any person residing in the
state who provides proof to the Secretary that such person is a disabled veteran. The bill
defines “disabled veteran” for this purpose to mean a person who has separated from the armed
services under honorable conditions and has a service-connected disability of at least 30
percent.

The bill also designates the Lehigh Portland Trails in Allen County as Lehigh Portland
State Park.
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
