The Senate was called to order by President Ty Masterson.
The roll was called with 40 senators present.
Invocation by guest chaplain Doug Henkle:

Heavenly Father, Thank You for bringing us together here this afternoon. Remind us 
we have come together here, in this 2026 legislative session, in this chamber, to serve 
the people  of  Kansas  who elected us.  I  lift  up President  Masterson,  Vice President 
Shallenburger, Majority Leader Blasi and Minority Leader Sykes to You. Give them 
Your direction as they lead this chamber, 

I pray that You would grant wisdom, understanding, discernment, and knowledge to 
each member of this body, Grant them favor, increase their faith, and equip them to 
pursue Your excellence.

POINT OF PERSONAL PRIVILEGE

INTRODUCTION OF BILLS AND CONCURRENT RESOLUTIONS

jurisdiction  of  the  commission  over  electric  public  utilities;  exempting  any  electric 
public utility that is a not-for-profit wholly owned subsidiary of an electric cooperative 
public utility from the jurisdiction of the state corporation commission; establishing 
certain exceptions; authorizing the customers of such subsidiary utility to petition the 
commission to investigate the rates of such utility; authorizing the commission to order 
new rates if the commission finds that such rates are found to be unjust, unreasonable, 
unjustly  discriminatory  or  unduly  preferential;  requiring  the  customers  of  such 
subsidiary utility to receive notice of and be provided access to meetings concerning 
electric rates, by Committee on Utilities.

SB 349,  AN ACT concerning education; relating to  the Kansas  state high school 
activities association and the system for classification of high schools;  requiring the 
association to use a multiplier factor to adjust a private school's student attendance for 
purposes of classification of such school for activities; amending K.S.A. 72-7114 and 
repealing the existing section, by Committee on Education.

SB 350, AN ACT concerning education; relating to school districts; enacting the age-
appropriate school device act; establishing limitations upon the use of digital devices in 
certain grade levels; establishing safety standards for such devices; authorizing parents 
to opt students out of the use of such devices in certain grade levels; establishing certain 
exceptions, by Committee on Education.

SB 351, AN ACT concerning correctional facilities and jails; relating to telephone 
calls made by inmates and prisoners; requiring correctional facilities and jails to allow 
inmates and prisoners to make telephone calls at no cost; amending K.S.A. 12-4213, 19-
1919 and 75-5210 and repealing the existing sections, by Senator Shallenburger.

SB 352, AN ACT concerning unclaimed property; relating to digital assets; creating 
the  bitcoin  and  digital  assets  reserve  fund;  providing  definitions,  procedures  and 
requirements for abandoned digital assets; amending K.S.A. 58-3934, 58-3935, 58-3952 
and 58-3955 and repealing the existing sections, by Senator Bowser.

SB 353,  AN  ACT designating  the  official  Kansas  railroad  hall  of  fame  for  the 
purpose of celebrating the rich railroad heritage of Kansas and the Kansans who were 
and are leaders in such industry; setting the location of such hall of fame at the great 
plains transportation museum in Wichita; establishing the Kansas railroad hall of fame 
selection committee; prescribing powers and duties of the committee, by Committee on 
Federal and State Affairs.
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SB 354,  AN ACT concerning fire and fire protection; relating to the  Kansas fire 
service  training  commission;  modifying  member  appointment,  compensation  and 
meeting requirements of such commission; amending K.S.A. 76-327a and repealing the 
existing section, by Committee on Federal and State Affairs.

SB 355, AN ACT concerning cigarettes, electronic cigarettes and tobacco products; 
regulating  the  manufacture,  wholesale  and  distribution  of  electronic  cigarettes; 
requiring all wholesales of cigarettes, electronic cigarettes, smokeless tobacco and roll-
your-own tobacco to be transacted between licensees under the Kansas cigarette and 
tobacco  product  act;  requiring  the  licensure  of  electronic  cigarette  manufacturers; 
amending K.S.A. 79-3301, 79-3302, 79-3333, 79-3334 and 79-3373 and repealing the 
existing sections, by Committee on Federal and State Affairs.

SB  356,  AN  ACT concerning  firearms;  relating  to  civil  liability;  providing  for 
immunity from civil liability to federal firearms licensees for returning a firearm to the 
firearm owner at the termination of a firearm hold agreement, by Committee on Federal 
and State Affairs.

SB 357,  AN ACT concerning the passenger rail  service program; establishing the 
intercity passenger rail service program; making transfers annually to the passenger rail 
service revolving fund; amending K.S.A. 75-5089 and repealing the existing section, by 
Committee on Transportation.

SB 358, AN ACT concerning crimes, punishment and criminal procedure; relating to 
release of persons after conviction; requiring persons convicted of certain felonies to be 
held without bond in the county jail until sentencing; amending K.S.A. 22-2804 and 
repealing the existing section, by Committee on Judiciary.

SB 359,  AN ACT concerning  retirement  and  pensions;  relating to  the  retirement 
system for judges; increasing the mandatory retirement age for certain judges; requiring 
more years of service prior to receiving a member contribution reduction; increasing the 
maximum retirement  benefit;  amending  K.S.A.  20-2603,  20-2608 and  20-2610 and 
repealing the existing sections, by Committee on Judiciary.
