79-2940	except	they	shall	not	bear	the	notation	required	by	said	section	and	may	be
issued	without	the	approval	of	the	state	commission	of	revenue	and	taxation.	None	of
the	provisions	of	the	cash	basis	and	budget	laws	of	this	state	shall	apply	to	any
expenditures	made,	the	payment	of	which	has	been	provided	for	by	the	issuance	of
warrants	under	this	act.
