2023 Kansas Statutes

70a-101. Taking materials from rivers and islands belonging to state. From and after the
taking effect of this act it shall be unlawful for any person, partnership or corporation
to take from within or beneath the bed of any navigable river or any other river which
is the property of the state of Kansas any sand, oil, gas, gravel or mineral, or any
natural product whatsoever from any lands lying in the bed of any such river or any
hay, timber or other products belonging to the state, except in accordance with this
act.
