2023 Kansas Statutes

75-611. Civil actions against treasurer, when. If at any time it shall appear from the
accounts of the state treasurer, or in any other way, that the state treasurer has not
accounted for and paid over the public moneys of the state as directed by law, the
state may proceed by civil action against the state treasurer and his or her sureties, in
any court of competent jurisdiction.
