of	such	term.	Unless	otherwise	provided	by	law,	upon	any	vacancy	on	the
governmental	body,	appointment	to	fill	the	vacancy	shall	be	made	in	such	a	manner
that	the	residency	requirements	are	met	in	the	least	time	possible.
