Dear Chairman Kinzer and Members of the Commitiee;

The Kansas Legislative Policy Group (KLPG) is pleased to provide testimony in support of
Senate Bill No. 79. KLPG is a bi-partisan, non-profit corporation comprised of elected
commissioners from 30 western Kansas counties.

I would like to submit the attached amendment for the Committee to consider. The Supplemental
Note for Senate Bill No. 79 indicates a positive financial impact to the Courts by making the
collection assistance fee an additional cost, rather than an amount deducted from the debt owed.
I believe that other Kansas governmental agencies and entities could utilize the equal financial
benefit. The proposed amendment is intended to extend this privilege to “State Agencies” and
“municipalities” defined in KSA 75-6202.

According to the Department of Administration, the account set off program for FY 2010
collected about $7 million for municipalities and charged a collection assistance fee of 18.4%.
Resulting in $1,288,000 being deleted from the proceeds and paid to the Department of
Administration. We only seek to have this collection assistance fee included in the set off amount
collected, not deducted from the proceeds.

We encourage this Committee to favorably consider the amendment to Senate Bill No. 79.
