Frankfort Boys WWII Memorial Highway; HB 2273

HB 2273 designates a section of K-99 as the Frankfort Boys World War Il Memorial
Highway. The portion so designated is from the south city limits of Frankfort north to the junction
with US-36. According to a statement included in an excerpt from the Congressional Record
and attached to testimony, the Frankfort community lost more men in World War Il than any
other town of similar size; testimony placed the number at 37. The bill requires the Secretary of
Transportation to place suitable signs to indicate the designation, after the Secretary has
received sufficient moneys from gifts and donations to reimburse the cost of placing the signs
and an additional 50 percent of the initial cost to defray future maintenance or replacement of
the signs, a total of $2,850. The bill amends a statute designating "The Road to Oz" to remove
this portion of K-99 from that designation.
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
