20-102. Terms. The supreme court shall meet at the state capital on the first Tuesday in January and July in
each year. Special and adjourned terms of the court may also be held at such times as a majority of the judges
may direct; but notice of the time of the holding of such special or adjourned terms shall be given by publication in
the Kansas register.
