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60-2309. Wages earned in another state. Wages earned out of this state and payable out of this state

shall be exempt from attachment or garnishment in all cases where the cause of action arose out of this state,
unless the defendant in the attachment or garnishment suit is personally served with process, and if the writ of
attachment or garnishment is not personally served on the defendant, the court issuing the writ of attachment or
garnishment shall not entertain jurisdiction of the cause, but shall dismiss the suit at the cost of the plaintiff.
