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74-5311. Certification of psychologists; examinations; fee. Examinations for applicants under this act

shall be held by the board from time to time but not less than once each year. The board shall adopt rules and
regulations governing the subject, scope, and form of the examinations or shall contract with a national testing
service to provide an examination approved by the board. The board shall prescribe an initial examination fee not
to exceed $350. If an applicant fails the first examination, such applicant may be admitted to any subsequent
examination upon payment of an additional fee prescribed by the board not to exceed $350. The examination fees
prescribed by the board under this section shall be fixed by rules and regulations of the board.
