74-5319. Biennial renewal; fee. Upon receipt of such application blank, a licensee shall fill out, sign and
forward the application to the board, together with a renewal fee fixed by rules and regulations of the board of not
to exceed $200. Upon receipt of such application and fee, the board shall issue a renewal license for the period

commencing on the date on which the license is issued and expiring on June 30 of the next even-numbered year.
Initial licenses shall thus be for the current biennium of registration.
