2012 Kansas Statutes

74-5324. Grounds for suspension, limitation, condition, revocation or refusal to issue or renew
license. The board may suspend, limit, revoke, condition or refuse to issue or renew a license of any psychologist
upon proof that the psychologist: (a) Has been convicted of a felony involving moral turpitude; or (b) has been
guilty of fraud or deceit in connection with services rendered as a psychologist or in establishing qualifications
under this act; or (c) has aided or abetted a person, not a licensed psychologist, in representing such person as a
psychologist in this state; or (d) has been guilty of unprofessional conduct as defined by rules and regulations
established by the board; or (e) has been guilty of negligence or wrongful actions in the performance of duties; or
(f) has knowingly submitted a misleading, deceptive, untrue or fraudulent misrepresentation on a claim form, bill or
statement or (g) has had a registration, license or certificate as a psychologist revoked, suspended or limited, or
has had other disciplinary action taken, or an application for registration, license or certificate denied, by the proper
regulatory authority of another state, territory, District of Columbia or another country, a certified copy of the
record of the action of the other jurisdiction being conclusive evidence thereof.
