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74-5325. Suspension for incapacity; hearing. After a hearing in accordance with the provisions of the

Kansas administrative procedure act, the board may suspend the license of any psychologist for a period not to
exceed one year on evidence that the psychologist is incapable of performing duties in the best interest of the
public. If at the end of one year of continuous suspension, evidence is presented that the incapacity remains, the
suspension may be continued for a period of one year.
