75-5723. Organization of department. The secretary of labor may organize the department of labor in the
manner the secretary deems most efficient, so long as the same is not in conflict with the provisions of law, and
the secretary may establish policies governing the transaction of all business of the department and the
administration of each of the divisions within the department.
