2012 Kansas Statutes

75-6103. Liability of governmental entities for damages caused by employee acts or omissions,
when; applicable procedure. (a) Subject to the limitations of this act, each governmental entity shall be liable
for damages caused by the negligent or wrongful act or omission of any of its employees while acting within the
scope of their employment under circumstances where the governmental entity, if a private person, would be liable
under the laws of this state.

(b) (1) Except as otherwise provided in this act, either the code of civil procedure or, subject to provision (2) of
this subsection, the code of civil procedure for limited actions shall be applicable to actions within the scope of this
act. Actions for claims within the scope of the Kansas tort claims act brought under the code of civil procedure for
limited actions are subject to the limitations provided in K.S.A. 61-2802, and amendments thereto.

(2) Actions within the scope of the Kansas tort claims act may not be brought under the small claims
procedure act.
