HB 2941 - The Kansas criminal justice recodification, rehabilitation and restoration project

Ranking Minority Chair Ward opened the hearing on HB 2941.

Chairman Loyd appeared before the committee in support of the bill. The bill is intended to put in place a
mechanism by which the people of Kansas can undertake a top-to-bottom, systematic review of our
system of criminal justice. Kansas cannot afford the continuing cost of crime and cannot afford the cost of
incarceration as our only crime reduction initiative. Seventeen people would serve on the board, from
different fields of expertise. (Attachment 1) Three ‘R’s for Criminal Justice was also presented.
