respectfully submitted to your committee.

SB 357 would require the Department of Education conduct a study of the cost of career
technical education in Kansas and report its findings on or before January 15, 2019. The study
would include outlining the various career technical education programs; the costs of the programs
including salaries and wages, materials, equipment and facilities; and the coordination between

school districts, community colleges and technical colleges.

According to the Department of Education, SB 357 would require the same study
conducted by the Department that was presented to the 2018 Legislature.
