fraudulent	 purpose	 or	 for	 the	 purpose	 of	 producing	 a	 fictitious	 title,	 alter	 or	 deface	 or	 cause	 to	 be	 altered	 or
defaced	or	knowingly	have	in	possession	any	fictitious,	fraudulent,	or	counterfeit	certificates	of	title,	ownership
certificates	or	registration	receipts	shall	be	deemed	guilty	of	a	felony,	and	upon	conviction	shall	be	punished	by
imprisonment	in	the	custody	of	the	secretary	of	corrections	for	a	term	of	not	less	than	one	year	nor	more	than	five
years.
