The	 provisions	 of	 article	 1	 of	 chapter	 8	 of	 the
Kansas	Statutes	Annotated,	and	amendments	 thereto,	 shall	 apply	 to	an	electronic	certificate	of	 title,	 except	as
otherwise	provided	by	statute	or	by	rules	and	regulations	adopted	pursuant	to	subsection	(b).

(b) The	secretary	of	revenue	is	hereby	authorized	to	adopt	rules	and	regulations	necessary	to	carry	out	the
provisions	of	this	section.
