use	any	fund	that	may	be	available	for	such	construction	in	such	manner	as	will	comply	with	the	provisions	of	any
such	act	and	rules	promulgated	thereunder,	including	any	grant	or	grants	of	money	therein	provided,	and	to	do
all	other	acts	and	things	necessary	to	be	done	in	order	to	comply	with	the	provisions	of	any	such	federal	act	and
rules	promulgated	thereunder.
