(c) Expenditures	 made	 in	 each	 judicial	 district	 shall	 be	 determined	 by	 the	 chief	 judge	 and	 shall	 be	 paid	 to
domestic	 violence	 programs	 administered	 by	 the	 court	 and	 to	 local	 programs	 within	 the	 judicial	 district	 that
enhance	a	coordinated	community	justice	response	to	the	issue	of	domestic	violence.
