are	specified	in	said	requisition,	and	the	governor	is	empowered	and	shall	direct	the	respective	officers	thereof	to
recruit	said	organizations	to	conform	in	number	to	similar	organizations	in	the	army	of	the	United	States,	or	as
may	be	required	in	said	requisition.
