59-2201. Pleading.	Every	application	in	a	probate	proceeding,	unless	made	during	a	hearing	or	trial,	shall
be	by	petition	 signed	and	verified	by	or	on	behalf	 of	 the	petitioner.	No	defect	 in	 form	shall	 impair	 substantial
rights;	and	no	defect	in	the	statement	of	jurisdictional	facts	actually	existing	shall	invalidate	any	proceedings.
