At	 any	 such	 election	 the	 votes	 shall	 be	 taken	 for	 and	 against	 the	general
county	rural	highway	system	and	if	the	majority	of	the	votes	cast	at	such	election	be	against	such	system,	then
the	county	shall	be	restored	to	the	original	county	and	township	road	system.
