(b) An	agency	 or	 other	 body	 that	 accepts	 applications	 for	 professional,	 occupational	 or	marriage	 licenses
may	 permit	 the	 use	 of	 a	 Kansas	 driver's	 license	 number	 or	 a	 nondriver's	 identification	 card	 number	 on	 an
application,	provided	that	the	agency	or	body	so	advises	the	applicant.
