2018 Kansas Statutes

76-714. Chief executive officers; titles; appointment; compensation. The chief executive officer of the
university of Kansas shall have the title of chancellor. The chief executive officers of other state educational
institutions shall have the title of president. The chief executive officers of the state educational institutions shall
be appointed by the board of regents. Such chief executive officers shall serve at the pleasure of the board of
regents and shall receive such compensation as the board of regents prescribes.
