76-1901. Name	of	institution.	The	institution	established	upon	the	Fort	Dodge	military	reservation	shall
be	known	as	"the	Kansas	soldiers'	home,"	and	any	reference	to	the	Kansas	soldiers'	home,	or	Mother	Bickerdyke
annex,	or	to	the	"Kansas	soldiers'	home	and	Mother	Bickerdyke	annex"	in	any	law	of	this	state	shall	be	construed
as	referring	to	the	Kansas	soldiers'	home	and	any	and	all	statutory	provisions	made	for	the	Mother	Bickerdyke
annex	shall	be	construed	as	referring	to	the	Kansas	soldiers'	home.
