The	governing	body	of	the	Johnson	county	park	and	recreation	district
shall	be	a	board	of	park	and	recreation	commissioners	which	shall	consist	of	seven	(7)
members	who	shall	be	qualified	electors	of	the	district	and	reside	therein	at	the	time
of	appointment	and	during	their	terms	of	office.	An	ex	officio	member	of	the	board
shall	be	a	member	of	the	board	of	county	commissioners	of	Johnson	county	selected
by	said	board	of	county	commissioners.	The	terms	of	the	park	and	recreation
commissioners	shall	be	for	three	(3)	years	and	until	their	successors	are	appointed
and	qualified.
