by	any	such	county	under	the	provisions	of	article	33	of	chapter	19	of	the	Kansas
Statutes	Annotated,	exceed,	for	all	purposes,	the	amount	therein	provided	of	one
percent	of	the	assessed	valuation	of	the	county.
