2020 Kansas Statutes

40-1020. Other corporations as members of company; vote. Any public corporation, quasi-
public corporation or private corporation of this state shall have power to be a
member of a company organized under the provisions of this article, to execute
deposit notes and to vote by any one of its officers at the annual meeting of such
company.
