Any	such	information	provided	by	a	jury	commissioner	to	the
secretary	of	state	shall	be	limited	to	the	information	regarding	citizenship	and	the	full
name,	current	and	prior	addresses,	age	and	telephone	number	of	the	prospective
juror,	and,	if	available,	the	date	of	birth	of	the	prospective	juror.	Any	such	information
provided	by	a	jury	commissioner	to	the	secretary	of	state	shall	be	used	for	the
purpose	of	maintaining	voter	registrations	as	required	by	law.
