Licenses	shall
expire	one	year	from	the	date	of	issuance	and	shall	be	renewed	by	the	director	upon
application	submitted	within	30	days	prior	to	the	expiration	date	and	accompanied	by
the	renewal	fee	established	by	the	director	under	K.S.A.	49-623.
