If	any	board	of	education	fails	to	adopt	and	file	a
policy	required	to	be	adopted	under	subsection	(a)	of	K.S.A.	72-6132,	and
amendments	thereto,	the	state	board	of	education	shall	withhold	funds	made
available	under	the	elementary	and	secondary	education	act	of	1965,	as	amended,
and	shall	exclude	pupils	enrolled	in	any	accredited	nonpublic	school	under	the
jurisdiction	of	any	such	board	of	education	from	participation	in	any	federal	program
provided	for	under	such	act.
