(d) a	medical	emergency	exists	and	the	disclosure	is	to	medical	personnel	qualified
to	treat	infectious	or	contagious	diseases,	except	that	any	information	disclosed
pursuant	to	this	paragraph	shall	be	disclosed	only	to	the	extent	necessary	to	protect
the	health	or	life	of	a	named	party;	or
(e) the	information	to	be	disclosed	is	required	in	a	court	proceeding	involving	child
abuse	and	the	information	is	disclosed	in	camera.
