Beginning	with	the	first	payment
of	compensation	for	services	of	a	patrolman	after	becoming	a	special	member	of	the
Kansas	police	and	firemen's	retirement	system,	the	employer	shall	deduct	from	the
compensation	of	such	special	member	8%	as	employee	contribution.	Such	deductions
shall	be	remitted,	as	the	board	may	provide,	to	the	executive	director	for	credit	to	the
Kansas	public	employees	retirement	fund,	and	such	deduction	shall	be	credited	to	the
member's	individual	account.
