use	of	not	more	than	15	acre	feet	of	surface	water	impounded	in	any	reservoir	having
a	total	water	volume	of	less	than	15	acre	feet,	it	shall	be	unlawful	for	any	person	to
appropriate	or	threaten	to	appropriate	water	from	any	source	without	first	applying
for	and	obtaining	a	permit	to	appropriate	water	in	accordance	with	the	provisions	of
chapter	7	of	article	82a	of	the	Kansas	Statutes	Annotated	and	acts	amendatory
thereof	or	supplemental	thereto	or,	for	any	person	to	violate	any	condition	of	a	vested
right,	appropriation	right	or	an	approved	application	for	a	permit	to	appropriate
water	for	beneficial	use.	As	used	in	this	subsection	salt	water	shall	mean	water
containing	more	than	5,000	milligrams	per	liter	chlorides.
(b)	(1) The	violation	of	any	provision	of	this	section	by	any	person	is	a	class	C
misdemeanor.	(2)	Each	day	that	any	such	violation	occurs	after	notice	of	the	original
violation	is	given	by	the	chief	engineer	to	any	such	violator	by	restricted	mail	shall
constitute	a	separate	offense.
